

















Lyndhurst is the capital of the
Forest, and it's certainly a very
interesting town to wander round,
with charming shops and galleries,
and delicious teashops.

Brockenhurst is ideal if you arrive
by train, especially if you bring a
cycle. Lymington is really quite chic
these days, with elegant Georgian
buildings, good shops, a cobbled quay
and a terrific atmosphere with a
distinct nautical tilt.

But of course, it's the wide open
stretches of heath with vistas fading
towards the horizon, the dense
woodland with ancient oaks and

beeches, the wealth of flora and

fauna, the indefinable magic of the
New Forest that can be so thrilling any
time of the day, any day of the year.

If you've the energy, get off and
experience it on foot, or on your cycle
(the bus has space for up to 4 cycles
inside). Walking or riding is a great way to
get right off the beaten track.

The New Forest Tour also goes through Beaulieu. Stop
off here if old cars and the history of motoring interests you.
The National Motor Museum is second to none, and there is also
Beaulieu Palace to see.

Or take a look at Exbury Gardens, always a riot of colour - azaleas
and rhododendrons in spring, the exotic Sundial Garden and glorious
herbaceous borders in summer, while in autumn the maples and
deciduous azaleas are just incredible.

You could also take a ride on Exbury's very own 12ft gauge
steam railway through part of the gardens - great fun.
